1. CALL TO ORDER/APPROVAL OF AGENDA
Chair called meeting to order at 6:40 p.m. Motion by Paul to approve the agenda with the modification of moving the
discussion about Epic up to the beginning. Second by Melitsoff. Motion carried.

2. PUBLIC COMMENT - None.

3. INFORMATION ITEMS

a) Planner/Administrato r * s+ Aam@raa reported about two meetings were held the previous week and dealt
with Epic related issues. Caryl Owen explained the impacts of Epic are great on her neighborhood (Cross Country
Circle). Light pollution is a particular problem for her. Amanda handed out a map of all the land the Epic owns in
the Town and City. The map showed what Epic plans to keep as agricultural land. Amanda also handed out a
map showing a potential re-alignment of N. Nine Mound Road. Manfred expressed concern about the Town
potentially being left with the road. There was a discussion about potential future annexation by the City. Manfred
also raised concerns about tax money being used build new roads so soon after the original road was
constructed. Deb asked about the potential of mining the land under Nine Mound Road. Amanda explained that
she would clarify if the City was interested in annexing or just maintaining the proposed new North Nine Mound
Road and what the future annexation plans for the area might be.

Amanda pointed out materials in the packet having to di
Smithies/Audubon Society land. The City had provided a timeline for this annexation and was checking to see if
there were any concerns. No major concerns were stated.

Amanda pointed out materials in the packet having to do with a proposed County ordinance regulating wind
turbines. Amanda pointed out that the County was looking for feedback from Town so this issue and the County
memo should be discussed more at the next meeting. Amanda also handed out a list of upcoming County zoning
code amendments and provided the Commissioners with updated zoning code text for their reference.

b) Chair’' sManggqu&nbargr eported on the Town’'s process of select
the bridges on Old PB. Manfred is interested in the Town hosting a charrette or other group process to examine
issues along Old PB. There was a general discussion of issues along this road, which included: the potential
future expansion of the park and ride lot, pedestrian and bike facilities, use of the road, and the potential for
commercial development along the road.
