1. Call to Order/Approval of Regular Meeting Agenda 

Manfred Enburg called the meeting to order at 6:35 p.m. Motion by Geller to approve the agenda. Second by Paul. 
Motion carried.  

 
2. Public Comment 

None. Everyone present was there for an agenda item.  
 

3. Public Hearing for Land Use Change Application #2014-1 – dated March 7, 2014 for property located 
6622 Sunset (60608-362-9070-3 and 0608-351-9500-5) submitted by Ron Klass for Tony Heinrichs. The 
purpose of the application is to allow for a pool, pool house, and driveway through the rezoning of 11.31 
acres from A-1Ex to A-2(8). 
Ron Klass explained that Tony Heinrichs is interested in building a pool and pool house for private use. The existing 
zoning will not allow for a structure with bathrooms to be built unless it’s for agricultural use. Thus, they are pursuing a 
rezoning of part of the site to A2(8). However, they would be open to switching to a Rural Housing district if the Town 
would prefer that. Mr. Heinrichs explained that the pool house would be 1000 to 1600 sf. and the pool would be a 
standard, in ground, residential pool. The pool house would have bathrooms and a kitchen and some living space, but 
no bedrooms. There would be no garage, and the family would not live there.  
 
Manfred opened up the floor for comments. Amanda read aloud a letter submitted by David Landsdorf. Several 
people who own property near the site proposed for the pool expressed concern about the long range plans for the 
larger site. Ron Klass responded that any future development would have to go through a separate approval process. 
People expressed concern about other uses allowed (conditionally ) in A2, the potential for future road construction, 
and multiple driveways. 
 
There was a discussion about why Dane County was not requiring a split of the land and certified survey map. 
Manfred explained that he sees the proposal as a subdivision and feels the Town’s subdivision regulations are 
applicable. Manfred asked for more detail about the site layout. He also expressed concern about the potential for 
renting out the pool. 

 
4. Discussion and Action on the land use application # 2014-1 

Motion by Paul to table the action on the application until additional information is presented. Second by Melitsoff. 
Motion carried unanimously.  

 
5. Public Hearing for Land Use Change Application #2014-2 – dated February 27, 2014 for property 

located at 6433 Nesbitt Rd. submitted by Timothy Moore for Mark Barnes. The purpose of the application is 
the approval of a Certified Survey Map creating a new lot.  
Jim Montgomery provided an update on Barnes’ plan to build a compressed natural gas station. Barnes is working 
with an investor and would like to split the lot to create a parcel just for the station site. There was a discussion about 
the previous driveway variance that was granted.  
 
Jim Weber expressed concerns about truck traffic and negative impacts on his property across the street from 
Barnes. Manfred explained that Barnes’ use of compressed natural gas is allowed under the current zoning. If the 
station becomes open to the public a Conditional Use Permit will be needed and impacts can be explored at that time. 
Someone else expressed concern that the multiple applications were leading to the ultimate approval.  
 
Beverly Nesbitt and her daughter expressed support for the plan. 
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6. Discussion and Action on the land use application # 2014-2 
Manfred stressed the conditions place on that variance, in particular that it would be revisited when/if the station 
serves the public and that it was for the use of a compressed natural gas station only (see minutes from 2/5/2012 
Board meeting). Jim Montgomery replied that Barnes does not intend to sell the land for a different use. There was a 
discussion of driveway separation distances. Deb Paul expressed some concern about the lot configuration. It was 
determined that an existing lot line was being eliminated at the same time the new one is being added.  
 
Motion by Geller to approve the CSM. Second by Melitsoff. Motion carried unanimously.  

 
7. Chairôs report 

Manfred had been out of town, so Amanda updated the group on the status of AB661. The group also briefly 
discussed the intersection design for M and PD.  

 
8. Approval of minutes from Feb. 27th.  

Motion by Paul to approve the minutes. Second by Melitsoff. Motion carried.  

 
9. Confirm next meeting dates 

Amanda explained that two new land use applications have been received and to meet their scheduled hearings at 
Dane County, the Plan Commission schedule will need to be changed. Mark Geller suggested that that the 
applications be discussed at the meeting schedule for a discussion of single purpose roads and that single purpose 
roads be taken up another time. The group concurred.
