1. Call to Order/Approval of Regular Meeting Agenda
Manfred Enburg called the meeting to order at 6:33 p.m. Motion by Melitsoff to approve the agenda. Second by
Geller. Motion carried.

2. Public Comment
None. Everyone present was there for an agenda item.

3. Certified Survey Map review only:

fDiscussion and Action re: CSM #9601 dated May 12, 2014 for 7226 Pine Row as a follow up to a rezoning
approve in December 2013 for Sharon Edwards.- Amanda explained the rezoning was approved previously,
but no action was taken on the CSM at that time. Motion by Paul to approve the CSM. Second by Geller.
Motion carried unanimously.

fDiscussion and Action re: CSM #9591 dated April 14, 2014 for 062-0608-131-9690-2 on Tonto Trail, submitted
by Russ Swiggum — Amanda explained that the this lot has appeared on Town maps for some time, but it was
not properly recorded. Thus, Dane County is now requiring a CSM. Motion to approve the CSM by Dreger.
Second by Paul. Motion carried unanimously.

fDiscussion and Actin re;: CSM Dated May 2, 2014 for property located at 6583 Grandview Rd. submitted by Ed
Short for Dave Bischoff (Grandview Properties). — Amanda pointed out that Fitchburg has asked the right-of-
way be dedicated on the survey and that Fitchburg reserves the right to review future drive changes. Amanda
pointed out that the Town h afswaybe dedicatedson €ESMs.ThelPlgn as ke d t
Commission felt that it should be. Motion by Paul to approve the CSM. Second by Geller. Motion carried
unanimously.

4. Discussion and Action re: Land Use Change Application #2014-1 — dated March 7, 2014 for property located at 6622
Sunset (60608-362-9070-3 and 0608-351-9500-5) submitted by Ron Klass for Tony Heinrichs. The purpose of the
application is to allow for a pool, pool house, and driveway through the rezoning of 11.31 acres from A-1Ex to RH3. —
Amanda explained that Tony Heinrichs had requested that this item be postponed. He has more information to gather.

5. Public Hearing, Discussion, and Action re: Land Use Change Application #2014-5 — Dated May 1, 2014 for property
located at 7713 Midtown Rd. submitted by Dana Barre of Heartland Farm Sanctuary for Maxwell Family LLC. The
purpose of the application is to allow for an animal sanctuary for natural and educational purposes. The application
consists of a rezoning, conditional use permit, and certified survey map. — Dana Barre showed a brief video about
what Heartland Farm Sanctuary does. It rescues animals and works with children who have special needs or at risk.
They would have approximately 60 farm animals and a staff of three people. Client would be by invitation only. The
sanctuary would not be open to the general public. There were questions about the parking facilities. Twenty cars
would need to be accommodated on a daily basis with overflow parking for fifty cars on special occasions. Manfred
expressed some concern about the drive entrance and asked Amanda to have the Town engineer to consult with Ms.
Barre. There was a question about expected growth. Ms. Barre would like to grow the operation but that would be
contingent on funding. It is a non-profit organization. There was a question about who would be responsible for the
animals at night. No one would be on staff, but the animals would be put in the barn and there would be security
system and the staff lives nearby. Mike Willett was the only neighbor who spoke. He raised a concern about sleeping
quarters, but he was generally supportive of the concept.

There was as a conversation about how to move forward with the three different facets of the application (the
rezoning, the CUP, and the CSM).

Motion by Geller to approve to rezoning listed in Exhibit A (attached). Second by Dreger. Dreger: Aye, Melitsoff:
Abstain, Paul: Aye, Enburg: Aye, Geller: Aye. Motion carried.
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Motion by Paul to approve the preliminary CSM as presented. Second by Geller. Dreger: Aye, Melitsoff: Abstain, Paul:
Aye, Enburg: Aye, Geller: Aye. Motion carried.

Motion by Geller to table discussion of the CUP until the next meeting. Second by Dreger. Motion carried
unanimously.

6. Chair’'s report
a) Discussion and action re: elections of Plan Commission officers — Motion by Paul to nominate Manfred
Enburg to continue as Chair. Second by Geller. Motion carried unanimously. Motion by Geller to nominate
Deb Paul to continue as Secretary. Second by Enburg. Motion carried unanimously.

7. Planner/Administrator report

a) Update on comments received from the public on blanket rezoning since April 24™ meeting. — Amanda
has heard from a few residents since the April 24" meeting. She will provide a written summary of the
comments to the Plan Commission before the next meeting. She has also received a petition from several
property owners north of PD asking to remain in Alex. Amanda explained that the only way to do would
be for the Town to amend the comprehensive plan. There was a general discussion about the pros and
cons of that. It was decided that a first step would be Amanda to set up a meeting with the petitioners and
invite Brian Standing from the County.

b) Update on OA 26 — Amanda pointed out some memos in the packet about this zoning amendment. The
amendment was voted down by the Towns. It is being amended by the County, but no new action is
required at this time.

8. Approval of minutes from April 10" and April 24" — Motion to approve the Aeril 10™ minutes by Melitsoff. Second by
Geller. Motion carried. Motion by Paul to approve the minutes from April 24". Second by Melitsoff. Motion carried.

9. Confirm next meeting date - Regular meeting 6/26. There was a discussion about the format of the next meeting since
the blanket rezoning will on the agenda. It was decided there would be a work session at 5:30, followed by action on
the Heartland Farm Sanctuary, then testimony on the blanket rezoning and then action on the blanket rezoning.

10. Adjourn — Motion by Dreger. Second by Paul. Motion carried at 8:31 p.m.
